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It is my pleasure and joy to welcome you for this exchange of good wishes, along with your
families. We are at the start of a new year and still living in the liturgical season of Christmas,
which will close this Sunday with the celebration of the Baptism of the Lord. The mystery of the
birth of Jesus calls us to witness by our lives to the humility, the simplicity and the spirit of service
that he taught us. Also in your daily work, you have the possibility of imitating these characteristics
of the Son of God, “who came not to be served, but to serve” (Mt 20:28). Lived out with this interior
attitude, work can become an apostolate, a precious occasion to transmit to those you encounter
the joy of being Christian.
